PLEASE NOTE: It will take 3-5 business days for your new membership application to be processed 
and for you to be recognized as an AWWA member on our website. 
 
Full payment must be processed during the registrat ion process ; no purchase orders or phone 
registrations will be accepted. BOOTH SPACE IS LIMITED - DO NOT DELAY. Space will be 
assigned based upon date of receipt of complete registration through the PNWS-AWWA website.  
 
At this conference all exhibitors will be in the Salem Conference Center in the Lobby, Gallery, Exhibit 
Hall or 2nd Floor Gallery. Be aware all booths are 10’ wide by 6’  deep booth  with 3 ft side drapery. 
Each booth comes with an 8 ft skirted table, wireless Internet Access, and power, 2 chairs and a 
wastepaper basket. The display vendor will handle all display arrangements for the exhibitor.

Power Requirements:  Please note all power requirements including a 50 amp circuit will be 
supplied by Pacific Exposition Decorating Company. Note on the application the need for power. 
Any other power requirements will be charged back to the vendor.   
 
Shipping of exhibitor material:  If you are planning to ship materials to the Salem Conference 
Center, please follow these guidelines: 

�� The Center will accept material and/or equipment no more than three (3) days prior to the 
meeting, in this case May 1, 2009. Shipments arriving prior to three days before the start of 
the conference may be subject to return or storage fees.   

�� Storage / Delivery / Pickup Charges Of $6.00 per item will apply. 

�� Oversize or heavy items will be subject to additional charges
